6.302-2 : Unusual and compelling urgency

6.302-3 : Industrial mobilization; engineering, developmental, or research capability; or expert services

6.302-4 : International agreement

6.302-5 : Authorized or required by statue

6.302-6 : National security

6.302-7 : Public interest (Note: Must be authorized by Secretary of Defense)
