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ENERGY CONSERVATION

Supplementation of this regulation is prohibited

History.  This regulation supersedes MEDDAC Regulation 11-27, dated 19 September 1996.

Summary.  This regulation covers the responsibilities, objectives and procedures of the Facilities Management Branch pertaining to the MEDDAC Energy Conservation Program.

Applicability.  The policies and procedures established in this regulation apply to all sections within the MEDDAC/DENTAC.

Proponent and exception authority.  The proponent of this regulation is the Facilities Management Branch (FMB), Logistics Division.  The proponent has the authority to approve exceptions to this regulation that are consistent with controlling directives.

Army management control process.  This regulation is not subject to the requirements of AR 11-2, as it contains no internal management control provisions.

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1.  PURPOSE:  This regulation establishes the responsibilities, objectives and procedures for implementing the MEDDAC Energy Conservation Program.

3.  SCOPE:  This regulation is applicable to all sections within the MEDDAC/DENTAC.

4.  GENERAL:  Energy conservation is a command and individual responsibility.  Implementation of energy conservation    practices    in    keeping    with    appropriate 


directives and funding limitations is mandatory.  Energy conservation measures will be implemented to the maximum extent possible at all times without disrupting operational requirements.  The success of the Energy Conservation Program is dependent upon the active cooperation and interest of all personnel assigned to the MEDDAC/DENTAC.

5.  DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

a.  The  MEDDAC  Commander will ensure establishment of an Energy Conservation Program and appoint an Energy Conservation Officer.


b.  Energy Conservation Officer is assigned to the FMB and will be responsible for the following:



(1)  Ensure  quarterly Energy Conservation Inspections are completed per paragraph 3(4) of FC and 4D Reg 11-2, and that deficiencies are corrected.



(2)  Serve as a member of the Post Energy Conservation Council.



(3)  Ensure establishment of a system for daily conservation of energy in all MEDDAC/DENTAC activities.



(4)  Develop and implement an SOP on energy conservation.

6.  POLICIES AND PROCEDURES:

a.  Energy management will be in compliance with AR 11-27, Army Energy Program and PC and 4D Reg 11-2,

Installation Energy Programs.


b.  Energy conservation deficiencies should e reported to the FMB, ext 6-7864, for correction.
