MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned/Attached to MEDDAC, Evans Army Community Hospital

SUBJECT:  Fire Regulations 

 

1.  Purpose: To establish responsibilities for fire control measures for Building 7506.

2.  Responsibilities:
    a.  SGT Lane will serve as the Fire Marshal for Building 7506.  All Soldiers will assist in implementing the fire prevention program in accordance with all Fort Carson and Army regulations.

    b.  The Building Fire Marshal will have the following data posted near the telephone in each area of responsibility:

        (1)  IN CASE OF FIRE - DIAL 911.

        (2)  Fire evacuation plan, to include rally point and fire extinguisher locations.

    c.  The Building Fire Marshal will inspect fire extinguishers monthly and report to the Post Fire Marshal. Any discrepancies will be reported to the Post Fire Marshal.

    d.  The Building Fire Marshal will conduct fire drills during Fire Prevention Week IAW FC Regulation.

    e.  Every Soldier member of Evans Army Community Hospital will be familiar with FC Regulation and is responsible for the prevention of and protection against fire hazards.

    f.  All occupants of Building 7506 will ensure that their areas of responsibility are policed and maintained in a fire safe condition at all times. 

    g.  All floor sergeants will ensure the utility closets, laundry rooms, day rooms, and latrines do not accumulate waste and trash material.
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3.  Procedure:  

    a.  Alarm others of fire: Any person discovering a fire (regardless of type or size), odor of smoke, gaseous fumes, or other explosive hazards will immediately alert all personnel in the building and will report the incident to the Fire Department by the quickest means available. 

    b.  All individuals will evacuate the company area during a fire alarm.  The company rally point will be the parking lot. 

    c.  All fires will be reported including those extinguished upon discovery. The Fire Department will be notified by one of the following means:

        (1)  By telephone: From building 7506 dial 911.

        (2)  By fire alarm box: Break glass, pull down, and release lever to alert occupants of building.

    c.  Action after alarm of fire. The following actions will be carried out only when possible and safe for personnel involved:

        (1)  Fire extinguisher will be used IAW directions printed on extinguisher.

        (2)  Close all doors and windows in the immediate fire area.

        (3)  Meet Fire Department at the front of the building and direct them to the fire.

        (4)  Notify the appropriate duty personnel or responsible individual.

4.  Individuals that violate this policy or who are caught tampering with or purposely setting off a fire alarm are subject to punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).
