MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT:  TUBAL ANASTOMOSIS AFTER PRIOR TUBAL LIGATION

1. It is the official policy of this hospital that infertility services, to include tubal anastomosis, are not offered due to limitations of staffing, funding, and resources.  However, exceptions can be made to maintain the clinical and surgical skill of the respective physicians providing those services, when resources and staffing allow. 

2. Questions have arisen as to suitability criteria for a tubal anastomosis.  This memorandum is meant to answer those questions.  Specifically, patients will not be considered for this procedure if:

A. The patient’s body mass index (BMI) exceeds 24.

B. The patient abuses tobacco products or other drugs.

C. The patient’s husband or sexual partner either declines or is unavailable for a semen analysis.

D. The patient’s age exceeds 40 years.

E. The patient has evidence of another etiology (ies) for her infertility. 

F. The patient refuses a pre-operative evaluation.

G. The patient is deemed to be psychiatrically unstable by a provider in the psychiatry department.
